The children have jﬁ
also been describing characters and settings. In maths we are focussing on number and we have learned how to do Jlﬁ

column addition and subtraction. In PHSE we have been learning about healthy and unhealthy food. We have also learned Jlﬁ

about British values and how they affect us.

Year 3 Year 3 have been learning about tourism in countries were volcanoes are active and have made persuasive posters to
convince people to visit them. In Literacy a nd Topic we researched the life of Rosa Parks as part of Black History Month
and produced non-chronological reports which are on display in the hall. In Art we have been interpreting the prints seen

on African fabrics and designed and made our own stampst o create our own printed pattern (also on display in the hall).
In Maths we have been comparing and ordering numbers up to 10,000 and exploring number sequences. We have just
started learning new strategies to add numbers up to 10,000.

Year 4 In literacy we made up our own dragon and wrote non-chronological reports about them. We also wrote a biography about
Nelson Mandela which linked with black history month. In maths we have been focusing on place value and ordering and
comparing numbers up to 100 000. In our topic we learned how different animals are suited to their different habitat.

We also found out about how animals habitats are being destroyed by humans.

Year 5 In Year 5 we have continued our topic work about Ancient Greece and have been learning about different battles that
happened between the different states. For Heritage Month we learned about slavery and wrote a poem about how

people would feel before and after they became slaves, to do this we had to learn how to write similes, metaphors and
personification. In Maths we have been learning about numbers over a million and the value of each number. Can you read
this number 4 937 2917 This term we are continuing to learn about Ancient Greece in our topic work, we have started
doing football with  Arsenal in our PE lessons, as well as swimming and have lots of trips to look forward to.

Year 6 Year 6 are doing really well with our new Inspire maths scheme. We have worked really hard and made excellent
progress with some really challenging algebra. In literacy we have been writing biographies and diary entries linked to
Black History Week and Remembrance Day. The quality of our writing has improved dramatically since the beginning of
the year and we have produced powerful and emotive pieces of writin g that also incorporate the skills we have learnt in
our grammar and punctuation lessons. Our swimming lessons are also paying off with another 2 children being moved to
the big pool this week. Congratulations Roxanna and Monique!
